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Step 1: Disassembly

Remove the master link clip using t?_\e motion pro 08-0230
Master Link Clip Pliers or other suitable tool and insert the
chain into the “Press Off' side of the tool as shown in Fig.

4. Using @ 6mm hex wrench press the link apart by turning
both screws approximately % turn at a time. Alternate from
one screw to the other and take care to do this as evenly as
possible, this will keep the master link from binding. If extra
leverage is needed you can inserta 10mm hex wrench into
the hex feature in the body as shown in Fig. 2.

Step 2: Assembly
Clean all of the parts and lube the master link pins with chain
lube or high quality grease and assemble the master link
into the chain. If you are using an O-ring chain make sure
to clean and lube the as well. Press the master link
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
